
Collect Evaluate Debris 
Removal

Site 
Cleared

Property Owner submits 
Right of Entry (ROE) to 

County.

County sends vetted ROE 
to USACE

USACE provides contractor 
with vetted ROE

USACE and Contractor 
schedule site 
assessment.

USACE Quality Assurance 
Rep (QA) and Contractor 
conduct site assessment 
and baseline soil sample 

collection.

USACE informs property 
owners that physical 

debris removal will start 
within the next 24-48 

hours.

Contractor begins physical 
debris removal process.  

Debris removal will take 2-3 
days for most properties.

Soil testing conducted 
after debris removal is 

complete. USACE verifies 
test results and final 

report.  If testing shows 
residual contaminants, 

more soil will be removed 
and the site will be tested 

again.

USACE signs off on work 
completed by contractor, 

confirming all eligible 
debris is removed and 

soil testing has met state 
standards. USACE reports 
to the county that site is 

clear of debris and 
contaminated soil.

County notifies property 
owner that property is 

cleared.
